 Students Play Part in Friendship Agreement  
 
The Mayor of Wells and her councillors recently signed a Friendship Agreement with towns in Germany 
and Poland at a formal ceremony held in the town hall.  The Blue School contributed to the event, with 
students reading their work based around the theme of friendship.   
 
Y9 pupils Joe Martin 9MG and Simon Bevan 9SS, as well as the school’s Poet Laureate Natasha Kurle 
9MF, read their poems and prose to an audience of assembled dignitaries from Germany and Poland.  
The event was designed to celebrate the 65th anniversary of the end of the Second World War and 
peace in Europe.   
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The students also had their work translated into German and Polish and presented to the visitors to 
commemorate the occasion.   
 
Primary Partnership project in Modern languages 
 
We have been most privileged this year to work closely with our partnership Primaries to complete a 
story-telling project shared between Y’s 6 and 7. The idea has been to give us an opportunity as 
teachers and pupils to prepare some work and then take it to a partner primary school to perform and in 
turn, see what the Y6’s have been learning.  
 
Alongside the work in our Y7 classes, we have managed to allow a few pupils from most classes to visit 
our primary partners and we have had a terrific time watching work which they have done. 
 
 

 
  
Chewton Mendip primary 
 
Our Y7 classes all learned to read the Eric Carle story about the Hungry Caterpillar in French – “La 
Chenille qui fait des trous”. 
 
Many of our pupils remembered the book fondly from babyhood and they made excellent progress with 
their vocabulary, pronunciation and reading aloud through our project.  Each class performed the story in 
their own way and small groups went on visits to a Primary school each with their performance. 
 
If you visit our Language corridor in Milton, you will see some excellent work and display and we will load 
some pictures on to Fronter for you to enjoy. 
 
Priddy Primary put on a performance of Anatole the Mouse for us, other Primaries performed Le petit 
Chaperon Rouge or Les trois Cochons (Red Riding Hood /The 3 little Pigs) and we had a description of 
War Time evacuees’ experiences at St Lawrence, for example.  
 
We would like to thank our partner primaries for all their time and effort in welcoming us and to express 
our admiration for all the wonderful work going on at Primary level. Many thanks to the MFL team in the 
Blue School, who very gamely took on a project of this size and carried it out so well. We have all 
benefited from our exchange of ideas and approaches. 
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Y12 Physics Visit 2010 
 
Part of the Y12 course-work for A/S level Physics involves making a visit to an organisation that makes 
use of the subject in some way, identifying those uses and writing a report about them.  
This year, on 11 March, we walked along to Thales in Wells. 
 
Thales are an important employer for the City, with 550 people working at what was once the site of an 
Italian prisoner of war camp. World-wide the company employs over 68000 people. They have an 
excellent graduate training scheme, on which several of those who looked after us so well on the day are 
enrolled. 
 
We started the day by learning about some of the major work undertaken at the Wells site. Much of it 
supports military operations, particularly air-based. The annual turnover in just this area is £30 million. 
The company makes products for an unmanned aircraft, a mission planning system for a re-fuelling 
tanker, mission debriefing systems for the Euro-fighter, Nimrod aircraft and Sea king helicopter and 
mobile air command and control units. Thales are world leaders in developing tactical data link networks 
linking, for example, ground computers with numbers of aircraft and ships. Dave Lee-Jones helped to 
explain the principles of some of these systems and give us some idea of their capabilities. 
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We then moved on to listen to Andy Holmes describe the development of soldier systems, designed to 
support soldiers in the field, for example by letting them know exactly where they are and exactly where 
their colleagues are. Part of the challenge in designing these systems is to make them light but 
sufficiently robust and able to work in temperatures ranging from -32 to 600C. Over four and a half years  
a mass reduction from 5 to 1Kg has been achieved through miniaturisation and design changes to 
reduce the power requirement. Interestingly, one of simplest but most effective ways of reducing power 
consumption and therefore enabling lighter batteries to be used is designing systems that simply switch 
themselves off when not in use. 
 
Our third session of the day was a brief description of Intelligence Surveillance Mission Support Systems 
from Phil Maxwell. Such systems need to gather information relevant to a mission and present it in an 
accessible form. A mission might involve Nimrod aircraft dropping buoys into the sea in an attempt to 
locate a submarine. The mission would require such information as water depth, currents, weather 
conditions and the location of shipping and structures such as oil rigs. Systems to do this have existed 
for some time but significant work is being done in updating them, using newer computer languages. 
 
Refreshed by an excellent buffet lunch we arrived at the final session of the morning, a very engaging 
presentation about SONAR (sound navigation and ranging), delivered by Mike Eaton. Mike described  
the difference between active systems used for communication, mapping, imaging and locating objects 
such as submarines, mines and fish and passive systems which are just designed to listen, collecting 
data which can be used to deduce information such as the type of vessel or its speed. He explained how  
greater precision in locating an object could be achieved by using an array of sound receivers (some 
arrays are kilometres in length) and that to ‘see’ an object the wavelength of sound used had to be 
smaller than the size of the object.  
 
The effect of refraction, something many of you have seen in school as light changes direction when 
passing into a material such as glass, is very important to take into account when using SONAR. The 
temperature of the water changes with depth and this affects the speed of sound and therefore the 
direction it travels in. To locate whatever is reflecting or emitting the sound one has to know exactly how 
the sound refracts and to do this you have to know how its speed changes and therefore how the 
temperature changes with depth.  
 
Temperature readings are one of the bits of data that buoys dropped by the Nimrod aircraft are designed 
to transmit. 
 
In our ‘A’ level course we learn about the Doppler Effect. This is a change in the frequency of waves 
reflected or emitted by an object because of its motion relative to an observer. In SONAR, any change in 
the sound frequency detected can be used to deduce the speed of the object reflecting or emitting the 
sound. Our final task, given relevant data, was to apply this idea to find the location and speed of a 
submarine. Several students did very well to fully complete the task in what was limited time. 
 
Our students were given an excellent morning by Thales and we are indebted to those that gave up their 
time to provide this, particularly Luke McDowell who co-ordinated the event.

On the 29 March the sum total of the Blue School’s AS French class headed to sunny UWE in the back 
of Miss Fitzsimons car to immerse themselves in the many facets of foreign language. With a suitable 
amount of enthusiasm and illness notwithstanding, we were introduced to the benefits of learning a 
foreign language in a surprisingly engaging way. After a rollercoaster ride through the French roads and  
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the first two of many visits to the vending machine, the highlight of the day pre-entered itself in the guise 
of taster sessions for other languages. Genuinely engaging sessions in: Russian, Italian, (Urdu,  
Portuguese and Chinese). Proud inspirational, unlike the day was concluded with a sonic voyage 
through the French music scene. What scene you ask? Exactly! Fortunately Chris Moyle’s was on hand 
to serenade the return journey, and we left feeling more interested in other languages than ever. All we 
need now is an excuse to visit the countries concerned.

Y11 took part in their traditional morning of celebration marking the culmination of their time at The Blue 
School preparing for GCSE. The morning started off with students arriving to school dressed their best 
and they really went to town. I was so pleased to see the effort that all students had gone to and 
everyone looked so grown up.  
 
The t shirts and year book signing was a lovely way to start the day with photos from the past being 
displayed for old times sake. There were some shocked gasps as photos from Y7 theme days came up 
and even some from further back in student’s primary schools. Entertainment was provided by the Y11 
tutor team which was warmly received and well delivered. Those uniforms looked great! 
 
The more formal ceremony was a joy to be in with performances from Belle Ridene 11EW, Annie 
Harris11JH, George Ruddle Hellier11JT, Tom Cory 11EW, Paul Hawkins 11EW, Joey Edwards 11HP, 
and Jed Hampson 11HP.
